POLICE REPORT

· In June there were 5 incidents (3 detected) – 1 theft, 1 theft of a motor vehicle, 1 poaching, 1 of reset and 1 drugs related however this was outwith the confines of the village.
· It was reported that evening drinking was taking place in the park area with bottles and litter being left.

· Linister speed bump request – details were passed to the police who again emphasised the “local” solution to the issue of speeding.
· Fete 
· Windband concert – highest ever sales and plans now for a Xmas concert. Several people would liked to have a longer concert and would like to make a donation to the church for the teas and coffees. From the surplus it was agreed to give a donation of £80 towards the church.
· Thanks were expressed to all who helped in the organisation and on the day. In particular to the police, church and the school janitor.
· Feedback included “same old theme” and it was agreed to hold a separate meeting to discuss this.
· Re the garden competition letters have been sent out to the winner and runner up with packets of seeds to all of those who entered.
· Surplus for the fete was reported at £1,103 which was just short of last year however included the cost of van hire.
· It was agreed to hold a gazebo tidy up “party” in ensure that all of these are ready for next year. 
· Church Holiday Club – letter has been received from the minister expressing thanks for our donation of £250.

· It was noted that kerb side weeds were becoming ever noticeable, pavements were still a mess after grass cutting and the grass area beside the river was in need to attention. It was agreed to add these to the list for A Summers.
