POLICE REPORT

· As no police in attendance again B David agreed to contact Andrew McLennan to find out what is likely to be the format for the future.
4. MATTERS ARISING

· Waste Bins on Lamp Posts – Mayfield path still not replaced.
· Environmental Services Meeting – C Scarsbrook met representative on 17 September and looked at a number of areas were trees were dead.  The Council representatives agreed to see if funding would be available for replacement – C Scarsbrook agreed to chase.
5. ROAD – Drew McNab
· Flooding & icing bottom Bowfield Road & junction of Midton Road – drainage scheme designed for this financial year.
· Bowfield Road & Pavement – still on program.
· Grit Bins – plan shown, Bowfield Road additional one requested – outside hall (area too flat to warrant).  School done by janitors but not path.  Request for additional bins to be brought to attention of Scott Allan who will attend the next Roads update meeting.
· Extended pavement out towards Elliston – Possibility of doing it, desk top study looking at Garthland Bridge and Elliston Grill – will be looked at next year.
· Zebra crossing on Beith Road/Main Street – Reported on at last meeting.
· Speed watch campaign – Legal Section of the Council are against the Roads Department using their systems to assist.  They see this as being out with their power.  Still being pursued.
· Repairs to car park in Village Hall non complete.
· Outside post office still not levelled off – has been reported.

· Pavement outside Beith Road Cottages require repairing.

· Bowfield Road pavement at barrier – urgent attention required.
· Area between Fred’s Shop and driveway – there is an issue regarding ownership of area.
· Water coming out of manhole at the entrance to the estate beside the church.
· New Head of Roads from end of March 2010 – Scott Allan.  Maintenance Team will come out to future.

· Howwood Inn – to demolish bar store and replace with new store.

· Fred’s Shop – Liquor licence extension to match supermarkets 10 – 10.
