Andy Summers (AS) provided the following updates

· Japanese Knotweed – Part of treatment plan in progress (CC confirmed locations as Midton Road, Bowfield Road, Rhombus Garden and opposite the manse on Glen Road)
· Dead trees at village hall and park – Paul Sale looking for funds to get rid of dead trees at village hall – no date as yet. Trees in park responsibility of Environment a.nd Education & Leisure so no update as yet.

· Overhanging trees – AS will look into this matter.

· Removal of dedicated sweeper – AS was advised that litterbin in Rhombus garden was not being emptied and stairs from Main Street to corner Midton Road still not swept. AS advised that he had received a lot less complaints and negative feedback re removal of dedicated sweepers but recognises may still have an issue in Howwood. · Christmas Lights – Changes in Technical Services so no update as yet. AS will pursue specifications for lights.

· Dog Fouling – Particularly Park / Rhombus Garden / Streets / Verges – AS will ask if Warden Service can patrol before 7am and after 10pm.
· Station Road – Sofa to be removed and Community Caretakers to take care of pavement.
· Hospice Road – Again Community Caretakers to be asked to clear.
