3. FAIRTRADE PRESENTATION – BY PAULINE MOSS
· Pauline gave a background to Fairtrade in Renfrewshire and how we could become a fair trade village.  There are 5 goals to be achieved – details issued – does not necessarily have to be driven by the Community Council.  Potential to do publicity at the fete and there is local support from Lochwinnoch and Bishopton who are already fairtrade villages.  Agreed to put on as an agenda item at the next Community Council Meeting - how we can take this forward.

· Draft Scheme for Community Councils – N Walker draft discussed and Anne McNaughton gave further information from a Local Authority point of view.  Following discussions N Walker agreed to redraft with some minor changes and send round to Community Council members, agreed to use this as HCC response to the Consultation Document.

· Houses at Coresford (Ian McMillan) – The site is in Spateston and the idea has being going on for a number of years – may be include the School site.  Future of Spateston Shopping Centre reliant on what happening in the area and at the School site.  Hopefully not affecting the green belt and should not link Spateston to Howwood.   Ian and Tracey will keep us up to date.  Spateston Playing Fields may also be covered by this project.
· Football Pitch – A council employee seems to be giving the impression that HCC would be taking over – Councillor Caldwell will look into.  Renfrewshire Council do have a policy that could transfer by way of a lease to a 3rd party.  

· An alleged paedophile is currently living in the Village – councillors cannot confirm or deny it.  T McGee working with relevant authorities, anyone with concerns should phone the police, who will also speak to school children after they return from holidays.
· Roads – do accept that they are very poor.
