MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Due to lack of numbers the planned meeting of 13 July did not take place.  Adopting of the minutes of the meeting of 8 June was proposed by Linda Smith and seconded by Dawn Michael.

POLICE REPORT
· For the period 1 June to 13 July there were 6 crimes with 1 detected:
· 1 attempted housebreaking (St Vincent Hospice out building)
· 3 road traffic (all one incident and detected)

· 2 breach of the peace (both at same locus)

· 2 thefts (one bike and one documents from a car)
· It was also reported that crime statistics can be viewed on line through the Strathclyde Police website “your community” wards 7 and 8.  

· From 25 October there will be more community police on duty.
· It was mentioned to the police officers that vandalism and graffiti had taken place to premises having an alleged paedophile.  The police recommended that all such incidents should be reported directly to them.

· Any ongoing dog fouling problems should be addressed to the wardens on 0141 889 3499.

· Asked about the recent incident involving the police helicopter and fire arms officers it was reported that an arrest had been made.
3. MATTERS ARISING
· Pharmacy – still no update available.
· Xmas Lights – Lighting specification required to support grant application – J Caldwell offered to chase up.  It was agreed to have the lights switching on ceremony on 3 December.
4. ROADS (Drew McNab report)
· Defective footpath at the Post Office and the blocked gulley drain on Mayfield Drive are in the system to be fixed.
· Single track road from Beith Road to Bowfield Country Club – D McNab reported that it had been looked at and considered not to be in a poor condition and there were no plans to resurface, however, pot holes will be addressed, nothing major was planned for the next 2 years.  Following a discussion D McNab agreed to have a second look at the road.
· Pavement barrier at the bottom of Bowfield Road – D McNab will issue instruction for this to be repaired.
The following issues were reported:

· Recent repair to the roundabout at Cochrane Mill Road had not been successful and needed further repair.
· Oaks at Johnstone – had been noted at previous meetings – pavement still not repaired.  Councillor Caldwell advised that he had been told that repairs would be completed this month.
· Traffic calming at Station Road – ongoing issue.  Feasibility study has taken place, however, we will need to wait until the 2011 budget has been announced.

· Overgrown hedges at various areas in the village – D McNab will look at and if necessary the Council may need to serve notice or complete the work themselves.

· It was noted that a school Keep Clear order was in process.  It was also noted that roads in general were in a better condition than they had been.  D McNab agreed to come to the November meeting should the council feel that it is necessary.
5. COMMUNITY EVENTS
· Village fete and Wind Band Concert – agreed to donate £25 to the chapel for the use of their car park for the fete and £50 to the Church for hosting the Wind Band Concert.

· St Andrews Night – a working group has been set up with B David, L Smith and S Killens.
· Bulb planting – agreed to defer for one year but to complete a survey (B David, R Scarsbrook, J Mackenzie) of the village areas and prepare a long term plan for this initiative.

· Xmas Lights switch on – agreed as 3 December at 7pm thereafter at the Church.  Working group L Smith, B David, R Scarsbrook and M Stewart to report back to next meeting.
6. PLANNING / LICENSING
· It was reported that a long running planning application relating to a house close to the Bowfield Country Club had been resolved by Council officers.
· It was also reported that £34,800 had been received by the council from the Heritage Lottery Fund towards the Semple Heritage Trail.

· The Secretary reported that he was now receiving notification of all applications for Street Trade Licenses.  Councillor I McMillan would look to see if these can be filtered out prior to sending to Community Councils.

· Although the Council has been in recess over the holiday period Councillors reported that they had been kept busy with constituents matters.
· It was also reported that the responses to the public document on the future shape of the council will be made public next month.
