POLICE REPORT

· It was pointed out that there were a number of thefts in the general area of garden furniture and equipment, a number of items are taken at night and hidden in hedges for pick up the following day.
3. PHARMACY
· Update on progress by Proprietor – as Proprietor has not attended the meeting no update available.
4. CLIPPENSS SCHOOL
· Re work experience (folding delivering etc) – Janet McNeil from the school gave an update on work experience activities being undertaken by pupils and was happy to increase the number of leaflets currently being delivered for the Community Council.  It was agreed to publicise this excellent work experience opportunity to the community via the newsletter and C Scarsbrook agreed to be the link for any future opportunities either from the Community Council or the village in general.  Janet also said that help with litter picking and planting were also areas of activities being undertaken by the school.  The Chair thanked Janet for coming to the meeting and was sure that there would be many opportunities to give work experience to the school pupils.
5. MATTERS ARISING
· Fair trade – the meeting agreed that it would be a good idea for the village to go forward for fair-trade status.  Reverend David Stewart has offered to Chair any sub group and it was agreed that representation from the Community Council would be beneficial.  M Stewart agreed to act as a link with the group.  It was noted that Pauline Moss who attended the previous meeting to introduce fair-trade lived in the village and was keen to assist.  M Stewart to look at the possibility of a fair-trade stall at the fete.

6. ROADS – update by Drew McNab
· Flooding & icing bottom Bowfield Road & junction of Midton Road – works start 7th June.
· Bowfield Road & junction of Midton Road – due to be re-surfaced in June.

· Pavement from station to lay-by over the bridge – on list of works but not likely to be this year due to budget constraints.

· Extend pavement out towards Elliston – on list of works but not likely to be this year due to budget constraints.
· Bowfield Road Pavement – due to start works in July.

· Defective footpaths (P.O) – repair has been instructed.

· Gulley drains blocked on Mayfield Drive – further visit to take place before work starts.

· Main Road towards Corseford – further investigations to take place.

· Clarification was requested on what area was to be resurfaced on Bowfield Road.

· It was again noted that the road and pavement outside the Oaks in Johnstone was badly in need of repair.

· Repairs to a gully at Carsewood Avenue and a safety defect on Bowfield Road were to be carried out as per note from Councillor McGee.

7. COMMUNITY EVENTS
· Wind Band Concert (11 June) - Posters are up in the village.

· Village Fete (19 June) – planning going well with only a couple of issues still to be resolved.  There will be a record number of stalls and sponsors have assisted in funding a number of costs.  C Scarsbrook went through the main tasks allocated to the Community Council members and helpers, however, more helpers are required.  G Weir went through the list of raffle prizes and is still looking for donations – she has plenty of bottles of wine.
8. INFORMATION / WEB
· Newsletter – planned for July – suggested articles to C Scarsbrook by end of June.  Items on Broadband, Clippens School, fairtrade, dog fouling and digital TV – change over were suggested.
· Web stats – Figures in line with previous months, 3/3.5k visits and 50k hits per month.
9. PLANNING / LICENSING
· Nothing of note at present.

· Village Hall Licensing – A letter was received from Councillor McGee confirming that the person applying for the licence would need to be the responsible person.  B David and DJ Paxton are currently going through the process of applying for a Personal Licence.

COUNCILLORS’ ISSUES

· Football pitch – It was confirmed by communication from Scott Allan and Councillor McGee that any lets had to be made via Johnstone Town hall.  The pitch would only be maintained at a “basic” level unless lining etc was specified by the person booking the pitch.  It was confirmed that the pitch was covered by the Council leasing strategy, however, anyone taking over the pitch would need to continue the use as at present.
· Hedge on the left hand side at Midton Road towards the main road needs to be cut back.
